Kanakuri Shiso is known as “the Father of Marathon” in Japan. Also, he is famous in
Sweden as “the missing Japanese runner”.

Kanakuri participated in the 1912 Stockholm Olympics. DThe day of the marathon race

was so hot and he got sick. He fainted during the race. When he woke up, the race was
already ( 7 ) . He was recorded as “a missing person”.

In 1967, Kanakuri was invited to the 55th anniversary event of the Stockholm
Olympics. The committee prepared a special finish line for him. As he crossed @it, an
announcement said, “Kanakuri from Japan completed his run! The time was 54 years, 8
months, 6 days, 5 hours, 32 minutes, and 20.3 seconds.” This is the ( 4 ) record in
Olympic history and @®nobody surely will break it.
